EVENT REGISTRATION – When you are nominated, REGISTER to lock up your slot  

- School Registration Fee is $100 per school for up to two teams entered. 
- Solo/Dual registration is available for entered schools at no extra charge. 
- Entered schools may also enter the National H.S. Drill Team Championships (NHSDTC). Schools 

entering BOTH events will be required to attend the NHSDTC through the Hotel Package Plan.

NATIONALS PACKAGE PLAN – REQUIRED for all cadets / optional for instructors 

- All participants (i.e. competing cadets) are required to attend through the National Package Plan to cover all event costs. 
- U.S. Army JROTC Nationals package will provide all with an event bronze medallion on a chest ribbon, event t-shirt (ordered to 

size), a professionally shot, 8”x10” color team photo taken during the event, and your ability to enter Knockout and all events. 
The cost of the National Team Package Plan is just $15 per person. This is less than the cost of just the photo alone! Parents, 
administrators & instructors may choose to receive this package, but this must be done with the submission of the team paperwork in advance.
