Seven days ~ Six nights 

 
Day One 

➢ Arrival / Orientation Day – 1000 – 1700 hrs (Day One) 
 Individuals can arrive by personal vehicle or individuals can fly into San Antonio (SAT) and can 

be transported to the Schreiner campus (see Section 2 for additional details) 
 All participants check-in 
 In-processing will include distribution of camp materials, assignment to a platoon and assignment 

to a dorm room 
 All cadets will be escorted to their dorm room to drop off their luggage/gear 
 Cadets should arrive by 1500 at the latest if at all possible 

➢ Opening Night Dinner – 1800 hrs (Day One) 
 Cadets will be welcomed to the Nationals Drill Camp with a special opening night dinner, with 

remarks by the Camp Director, Samantha Ste. Claire along with an Orientation Meeting where 
cadets will be briefed on the fundamentals of the drill camp, along with an extensive security and 
conduct briefing 

➢ Platoon Orientation Meeting – 2000 hrs (Day One) 
 Upon return to the dorm buildings, cadets will meet as a platoon and be briefed by their NDC 

Cadre as to specific dorm conduct requirements, orientation to the dorm facilities and bonding
